Dr. Gulimser Durhan, "Futdrist Diglince: Gelecegi Planlamak ve Tasavvur Etmek
Uzerine Felsefi Bir inceleme" baslikli makalesinde, fiitiirist diisiincenin geleneksel
planlamanin 6tesine gecgerek heniz var olmayani tasavvur etmeye, olasi senaryolari
yaratmaya ve bilinmeyenle yiizlesmeye odaklandigi fikrini ele almaktadir. Yazar,
fltdrist disincenin etik, kiltlrel ve yaratici boyutlar iceren bir felsefi sorun alani
oldugunu vurgulamaktadir.

Dr. Gozde Erkin, "Turkiye ve Kuzey Kibris Tirk Cumhuriyeti'nde Yargi Etigi" bashkl
makalesinde, her iki yargi sisteminde vyargi etiginin gelisimini, mevcut yasal
diizenlemeleri ve uygulama alanlarini karsilastirmal bir perspektifle incelemektedir.

In this issue, we bring together seven selected research articles and two review articles
from various disciplines within the social sciences. We gratefully acknowledge the
effort and contributions made during the preliminary evaluation, peer review, revision,
and publication preparation stages of these studies, and we thank all those involved.

In his article titled "City, Poetry, Stage: A Walter Benjamin Reading," Prof. Dr. Erdal
Cengiz examines Benjamin's method of reading through the texts of Baudelaire,
Proust, Kafka, Brecht, Holderlin, Goethe, and Silva. The study reveals that Benjamin's
atlas of reading, situated at the intersection of philosophy and literature, invites
readers to chart their own paths, and that these paths are constructed through
meaning, rupture, comparison, and relational tension.
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In her article titled "Futurist Thought: A Philosophical Inquiry into Planning and
Envisioning the Future," Assoc. Prof. Dr. Gilimser Durhan addresses the idea that
futurist thought moves beyond traditional planning to envision what does not yet exist,
to create possible scenarios, and to confront the unknown. The author emphasizes
that futurist thought constitutes a philosophical field of inquiry encompassing ethical,
cultural, and creative dimensions.

In her article titled "Judicial Ethics in Turkey and the Turkish Republic of Northern
Cyprus,” Dr. Gozde Erkin examines the development of judicial ethics in both judicial
systems, along with current legal regulations and areas of application, from a
comparative perspective. Erkin argues that judicial ethics in both legal systems
represents not merely a set of professional rules, but a way of life befitting the dignity
of the judicial office.

Dr. Engin Sirvan, who also provides technical support to our journal, examines in his
English-language article titled “Artificial Intelligence-Supported Social Media
Management and Power Projection” the impact of Al-supported social media
marketing strategies used by public institutions in Turkey on Turkey's regional power
projection.

In the article titled "American' as Intercultural Brokerage: A Typology of Country-
Branded Higher Education Local Adaptation and Soft Power," Dr. Kenneth Ayouby
examines the aims and objectives of universities worldwide that carry the designation
"American” in their names. Ayouby concludes that the label "American" can best be
understood as a polysemous intercultural signifier.

Prof. Dr. Serpil Aygiin Cengiz's article, "James Clifford and a Trip to Paris: A Reflexive
Ethnographic Narrative on 'Ethnographic Allegory'," stands as an original and
innovative work in its field in terms of its structure. Drawing on Clifford's
conceptualization of the ethnographic text as an allegorical narrative, Cengiz offers a
methodological framework that positions travel as a legitimate ethnographic practice.
We are pleased that our journal has had the opportunity to host this study, which
makes a significant contribution to the field.

Nisa Beril Bora contributes to this issue with her original article, “Whose Body Is This?
The Gendered Anatomy of Medical Knowledge," in which she argues that feminist
bioethics stands out as a bold and transformative field of knowledge production aimed
at reconstructing medical practices, tools, and ethical standards.

In the review article section, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Latofat Tajibayeva presents a poetic
interpretation of historicity, national identity, and the image of womanhood, centered
on the works of Halima Xudoyberdiyeva, one of the leading representatives of
contemporary Uzbek poetry. In our second review article, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Doshanova
Guljaxan Ismailovna examines the literary and aesthetic features of the lyro-epic
depiction observed in the epics of Sirojiddin Sayyid, an important figure in Uzbek
literature.
